Iraqi prisoners in Estonia éducaﬁon

Action was taken by Iraqi organisations in the UK,
Sweden, Finland, Denmark, The United states, in-
cluding the Arab Organisation for Human Rights -
London, Iraqi Human Rights Organization, the Iragi-
opposition parties and the UNHCR in Sweden. Ei-
ther by sending letters or delegations to meet the au-

thorities concerned.

This resulted in a positive response from both the
governments of Sweden and Finland in accepting
the Iragis detained in Estonia as refugees. Butun-
fortunately the Estonian government refused to re- .
lease them, saying that this means that all Tragis
now living in Russia will try to cross the Estonian
borders in order to travel to Sweden,

We understand that the Estonian interior ministry is
the main obstacle. We hope that further pressure
on the Estonian authorities could 2nd the prisoners
